Living things can be split into three groups: 1. things that are alive 2. things that were alive but are now dead 3. things that have never lived.
Living things are made from cells and they use food to produce energy .
Things that are dead are made from cells and things that have never lived are not made from cells. 
Animals live in different types of habitats that suit them best e.g. hot, cold, dry or wet
Animals can grow in different ways e.g. egg—caterpillar—pupa—butterfly or spawn—tadpole - frog and that human growth includes: baby—toddler– child—teenager—adult
Energy passes from one animal to another as they eat plants or one another. This flow of energy from one living thing to another is called a food chain. 
Humans are at the end of the food chain because they eat both plants and animals that have consumed other forms of energy
